For pre-scheduled
appointments, we will ask you to
coordinate with each matched
participant to receive a resume and job
scenario ahead of time in order to
develop more tailored interview
questions.

» Career Counseling: As a career
counselor, you will meet with
participants for half an hour at a time to
answer questions and give advice about
career decisions, professional
development, networking, etc. This is a
great way to share both knowledge of
the library profession and general
advice on navigating the professional
world.

» Coordinating help: The Career Lab
needs a few friendly faces to provide
directions, answer general questions,
and help stay on top of who is
scheduled when at which activity.

» Headshot help: Our photographers are
in need of an assistant to help prepare
participants for their photo shoot and
keep the schedule moving smoothly.

Scholarships range from $1,500 to $7,000 per
student per year. They include scholarships
for students who are interested in children's,
youth, and federal librarianship, as well

as new media and library automation. In
addition, there are also scholarships available
for minorities, persons with disabilities and
people who are already employed in libraries
but do not have an MLS.
