Grant funding from the Washington State
Library (WSL) is available to support
Washington libraries in carrying out digital
initiatives related to archival and special
collections. Public, academic (two- and four-
year colleges and universities), and tribal
libraries are eligible to submit applications.
Institutions may undertake digital projects
independently, or use this grant opportunity to
develop

Data Discovery and Pillbox

As the National Library of Medicine transitions
to become a platform for biomedical discovery
and data-powered health, one area of focus is
building a workforce for data-driven research
and health. In support of this strategic goal,
NLM launched Data Discovery, an online
platform for making data findable,
interoperable, accessible, and reusable (the
FAIR principles). In addition to browser-based
exploration, filtering, and visualization of data,
Data Discovery includes Application
Programming Interfaces (APIs) to help
researchers and developers build applications
that leverage its datasets. Pillbox, NLM’s pill
identification and reference resource, long
overdue for redesign, was rebuilt using Data
Discovery as its foundation to showcase the
power of this platform.
